BEATSVILLE, a brand new
musical comedy, will have its world premiere in April. The season concludes in June

with TWENTY THOUSAND LEAGUES UNDER THE SEA, a thrilling deep sea adventure
infused with state-of-the-art technology that's perfect for all ages.
